Our instructional team is prepared to work with a diverse student population and to identify and focus intensively on those who struggle academically and
perform below expectations. Qur staff understands that students can find themselves struggling for a variety of reasons, including scciceconomic factors.
Every student is different, and every struggling student struggles uniquely. This is, in fact, one of the major reasons why some students choose an Independent
Study model.

These students will be identified through past grades and state test scores; discussions with parents and previous school staff observations; IEPs; writing
samples; and the results of diagnostic skills assessments that may be given to incoming or existing potentially at-risk students. Using this information, school
teachers can create a pathway to success for each student. This involves not only appropriate course placement but also accommodations and adaptations
that teachers make to the curriculum and their instructional approach to meet the needs of each individual student.
